1940s to 1950s

on lesser known dancers like Negmat Mokhtar, Nabweyya Mustafa, Zeinat Olwi, etc, of that period as well.

1960s to 1970s
Dancers of this period include Suheir Zaki, Nagwa Fouad, Fifi Abdou, Hannan, Mona Said and Nelli. We start to see how
many of the dancers have built on what's gone before in the previous decades.

Late 1970s to 1980s
Sahar Hamdi, Nelli, Shu Shu Amin, Mona Said, Halla Yusry and Hanan: Many of these dancers worked in the nightclubs in
London. The Modern Cairo Style influence is starting to be seen at this time.

1990s to 2000s - Modern Cairo Style

at how this dance differs from the past decades and how Reda trained dancers have influenced the dance.
